Recognition Seeker — Always focuses attention on themselves. Brags all the
time.

Playboy/Playgirl — Gets involved only when he/she feels like it. Usually says
things that have nothing to do with the topic of conversation.

Dominator — Talks too much and never gives anyone else a chance.

Information Seeker — Asks questions to make things clearer.

Coordinator/Facilitator — The leader. Makes sure everybody gets a chance to
express themselves, and pulls the groups ideas together.
